(leave one blank line, two if the title contains only one line)

Authors names: alpha beta gama1, one two three2.: Times 10pt, centered, Underline the Presenting Author’s name.
Affiliation and address: Times 10pt, centered, Maximum four lines.
E-mail of corresponding author: Times 10pt, centered.

1. Extended Abstract
Extended Abstract is a research paper that provides a comprehensive summary of a research work. It need not contain all the details of the research work like a research manuscript, however, should cover all aspect of the research work presented. . Underline the Presenting Author’s name. Follow immediately below, and on a separate line, with his or her (their), affiliation(s). Leave two blank lines before starting the text.
Following point should be taken care of while submitting the extended abstract:

1. It may be in one paragraph or may be divided into different sections. 
2. List can be provided with either number or bullets.

a. Subpoint should be indented. 

· The Extended Abstract should contain a minimum of 1000 words and should not extend beyond one page.
· The main heading shall be Times new Roman 12pts. The body shall be written in Times new Roman 10 pts, justified formatting.
· Adhere to the templet format while preparing the extended abstract. 

· The left and right margins must be 2 cm, the top and the bottom margins must be 2.5 cm.
2. First Section
2.1 Subsection (Second Level Heading)

Please note that the paragraph of a section or subsection is not indented

Subsequent paragraphs, however, are indented.
Third Level Heading: 
Third level and lower heading are not numbered only kept bold and indented; they are formatted as run-in heading.
Fourth level heading sample
Fourth level heading is kept italic, and indented. Similar format is followed for all other subsequent heading if any.

3. Format for equation, table and list of figures.

The following equation is an example created by Word Equation Editor. Display equation are centered and set on separate line 
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( LISTNUM "Equations" 
Position of equation and Figure may be adjusted to ensure aesthetic appearance. However, Symbols and legends should be readable and fit the margin. Tables and figures are numbered in the order they appear in the text. 
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Figure 1: Figure caption should be below the figure (Times New roman font size 9 pts.)

4. Keywords : Keyword 1, Keyword 2, a minimum of four keywords are required.

5. References 
For citations of references, we prefer the use of square brackets and consecutive numbers. Citations using labels or the author/year convention are also acceptable. The following bibliography provides a sample reference list with entries for journal articles [1], an LNCS chapter [2], a book [3], as well as a URL [4]
